Tools

What tools did you use in your design process, including any computer hardware and software? List and describe the specific tools you used and what purpose they served.
Timeline

Construct a timeline of your design process using specific dates. Identify the stages in your personal workflow. Do not just reproduce the turn-in dates on the calendar.
Changes

Compare your final map to its design plan and discuss any differences. (These are not mistakes. Changes are to be expected.)
What Went Right

Explain what was successful in your project and why it was successful. Be specific and thorough.

What Went Wrong

Explain what in your project could have been better. Give details why these elements were problematic. Be specific and thorough.

Lessons Learned

Given what you have said about what went right and what went wrong, what have you learned that you can apply in the future? What are you going to be sure to do, and what are you going to be sure to avoid?
